Many men with Sickle Cell Disease (SCD) do not know that Priapism is a
complication of their disease. They present late to hospital with disastrous
consequences. In a particular survey 50% of family members of patients with SCD
were unaware of this complication and only 7% of patients without a history of
priapism recognised this as a complication of the disease. Pisces study group /
Sickle Cell Society is planning a Nationwide Health Promotion Campaign. An
application for funding is being sought. The campaign will involve a
multidisciplinary group of people and will have various aspects.
